 The following are ideas that have been used by many parents for extra practice at home:





Shaving cream letters- place shaving cream in a baking pan and let your child use their fingers to write their letters and sight words





Rainbow words- let your child create a poster of their name, sight words or alphabet using markers or crayons.  Be sure to hang the poster in a place that your child will be able to read over them frequently.





Play “I’m Thinking of a Word”- for example “I’m thinking of a word that starts with the /b/ or /t/ sound” (“ball” or “table”) and give a clue for each object.  A game like this can even be played during a car trip or at the grocery store. This practice helps with letter sounds and letter recognition.����
